Volume (l, cl or ml)

Alcohol content (% vol)

Batch identification (can be on the foil cap or 
directly on the bottle)

Professional registration

•	 RM: Récoltant Manipulant (Grower Producer)
•	 NM: Négociant Manipulant (Merchant Producer)
•	 CM: Coopérative de Manipulation (Cooperative Producer)
•	 RC: Récoltant Coopérateur (Cooperative members 

selling under their own label)
•	 ND: Négociant Distributeur (Merchant distributor)
•	 MA: Marque d’Acheteur (Private label/ store brands)

Dosage (sugar content):

•	 Brut nature, no dosage or zero dosage:       
< 3g sugar per litre

•	 Extra Brut: < 6g sugar per litre
•	 Brut: < 12g sugar per litre
•	 Extra-Dry: between 12 et 17g sugar per litre
•	 Sec: between 17 et 32g sugar per litre
•	 Demi-sec: between 32 and 50g sugar per litre
•	 Doux: > 50g sugar per litre
